4) A personal biography that outlines your general and musical education.
5) A list of your musical achievements including academic degrees, prizes,
honors and important performances. Please include copies of diplomas,

awards and concert programs.

6) Please send a link to YouTube with one piece from Stage | or Il of the
Requested Repertoire of the 22" International Harp Contest in Israel.

7) Two different recent colored photographs suitable for publication. Please
send this high-quality photograph by electronic mail in JPG format

8) Please send a detailed list of your full chosen repertoire for all stages to be
scanned by the Music Committee.

9) Please send a non-refundable Registration Fee of $500.00 US dollars. The
Registration Fee will be refunded only to applicants who will not be accepted
as contestants in the 20" Contest.
